John Garamendi is California's lieutenant governor and a member of the State Lands Commission and chair of the 
California Commission for Economic Development. Lt. Gov. Garamendi will discuss the growing trade and 
commercial investment between China and California, and will provide an overview of California's continuing 
efforts to develop a sustainable growth economy by limiting greenhouse gas emissions to 1990 levels.

He served 16 years as a state senator and assemblyman, authoring laws to protect the environment, reform 
healthcare, create a work-oriented welfare program, revise the tax code, and boost economic competitiveness. He 
graduated from the University of California, Berkeley, and received an MBA from the Harvard Business School.
